ames Purdey & Sons is among the top fine
Iarms firms in the world, creating excep-
tional firearms since 1814. Some of the fin-
est game shots of the Victorian period used
Purdey’s Hammer Ejector guns, including
His Majesty King George V, as well as Earl
de Grey, who is regarded by many as the
most famous game shooter of all time and
used a trio of Purdey hammer guns. Purdey
reintroduced their iconic classic hammer
gun in 2004, marrying the style and ele-
gance of the 19th century with the modern
technology of the 21st century while still
maintaining the attention to detail and hand
fitting of each gun crafted throughout their
200+ year history. They have never wavered
in their pursuit of perfection, with each and
every gun a combination of top materials,
skilled artisans, and time. This consecutive
shotgun quintet is a testament to the excep-
tional quality achieved by the firm and a
true rarity to appear at public auction.

This one-of-a-kind set was the vision of
world renowned hunter, call-maker, busi-
nessman, and conservationist Mr. Will Pri-
mos. When he sold his company to Vista

Outdoors in 2012, he put in the order with
Purdey to have this set of five guns built and
received the final gun in 2023. At the time,
Purdey had never made a hammer ejector
gun in 28 gauge or any hammer gun in .410
in their history. According to Purdey, they
produced a limited run of ten .410 bore
shotguns, including the one in this set, with
no more to be made. They further state it is
the only 5-caliber hammer gun set Purdey
has ever produced and ever will. Purdey’s
Gunroom & Heritage Collection Manager
Dr. Nicholas A. Harlow stated, “To repeat
the set would be impossible”

The set includes one gun each in 12, 16, 20,
28, and .410. Each of the guns is built with
blued steel barrels featuring a single bead
sight on the concave solid rib and automatic
ejectors and is threaded for Teague chokes.
The exquisite brushed bright finished
actions each feature masterfully cut exten-
sive tight English scrollwork. The actions’
undersides reveal beautifully cut and star-
tlingly realistic game scenes. The engraving
was executed in exceptional detail by the
hands of highly renowned Master Engravers

Paul Chung and Bradley Tallett, with Tall-
ett’s signature on the 16 gauge and Chung’s
signature on the remaining guns. Each gun
features double triggers, a right hand rolled
trigger guard, and tang mounted automatic
safety with gold inlaid “SAFE” indicator.

Each gun is fitted with a beautiful, highly
figured walnut and double line bordered,
multi-point checkered, slim beaver tail
forend and a straight grip stock with tear-
drop carved drop points and a black leather
covered recoil pad. The guns each feature
a 1 3/8 inch drop at comb, 2 inch drop at
heel, and a 14 7/8 inch length of pull per the
included Purdey specification sheets. The
set includes a fine takedown case for each
gun and includes a variety of accessories,
including additional Teague choke tubes and
snap caps.

his one of a kind set was the vision of

world renowned hunter, call-maker,
businessman, and conservationist Mr. Will
Primos. Will crafted his first duck call at
the age of 11, after a day spent hunting in
flooded timber with his uncle. Even though
Will continued to hunt while working in
his family’s restaurant business, he was al-
ways tinkering with the tools of the trade,
eventually making and selling his own
turkey calls made of out of tin beer cans.
He soon started his own company, Primos
Yelpers, which had its biggest breakthrough
when Will started producing instructional
audio and then VHS tapes of actual hunts.
Both proved revolutionary for the industry
as well as the fledgling business.

As Will's business continued to grow,
Primos Yelpers became Primos Hunt-
ing Calls, growing into one of the big-
gest names in the hunting industry
along with his video series “Speak the

Language” and “The Truth” When Primos
sold his company to Vista Outdoors in
2012, he put in the order with Purdey to
have this set of five guns built, receiving the
final gun in 2023.

Soon after receiving the final gun, Mr. Pri-
mos put in motion his plan to utilize this
stunning set of Purdey shotguns to raise
money for an honorable cause close to his

heart: conservation. Having close relation-
ships with many of the top conservation
organizations in the world, Will decided
to sell the set through Rock Island Auction
Company with the entirety of the proceeds
split between Congressional Sportsmen’s
Foundation, Ducks Unlimited, Rocky
Mountain Elk Foundation, National Wild
Turkey Federation, and Pheasants Forever/
Quail Forever.

This is a momentous opportunity for any
firearms collector, shooter, sportsman
or woman, or conservationist to obtain
a one-of-a-kind collection of the abso-
lute highest quality, with a connection
to one of the outdoor icons of our time,
while building on the legacy of five of the
most effective conservation organizations
in the world, and ensuring that North
America’s abundant natural resources and
great hunting heritage remains for many
generations to come!

The Organizations

Congressional Sportsmen’s Founda-
tion (CSF) was established in 1989
with the mission to "work with Congress,
governors, and state legislatures to protect
and advance hunting, angling, recreation-
al shooting, and trapping” CSF initially
provided a gateway between the sports-
men's community and Members of the
Congressional Sportsmen's Caucus (CSC),
and since has expanded its network across
the entirety of the United States, oversee-
ing a network of bipartisan state legislative
sportsmen's caucuses organized under the
National Assembly of Sportsmen's Caucus-
es (NASC) and the Governors Sportsmen's
Caucus (GSC). CSF is the tip of the spear
when it comes to protecting Americans
rights to recreate outdoors through legisla-
tive action.

Ducks Unlimited (DU) was founded in
1937 in the midst of the Great Depression
when North America’s waterfowl popula-
tions, suffering from the drought stricken
Dust Bowl, had plunged to unprecedented
lows. A small group of dedicated sports-
men formed together determined to re-
store the waterfowls” habitat and raise their
dwindling numbers.

Through decades of this single focus, Ducks
Unlimited is now the world's largest and
most effective private waterfowl and wet-
lands conservation organization. By work-
ing with private individuals, landowners,
government and non-government agen-
cies, the scientific community, and various
other entities, DU has been able to bring
North America’s waterfowl from their his-
toric lows to today’s unprecedented highs.

Rocky Mountain Elk Foundation (RMEF)
was established by four passionate hunters
in 1984 in the great state of Montana with
the mission of ensuring the future of elk in
North America. Since its humble begin-
nings, RMEF has helped complete more
than 14,000 conservation and hunting out-
reach projects that protected or enhanced
more than 8.9 million acres of wildlife hab-
itat and opened or improved public access
to more than 1.59 million acres, much of
which was completely inaccessible to the
public prior. It has also helped reintroduce
elk to many parts of their native US ranges
where they had previously been extirpated.
RMEF currently boasts more than 225,000
members and 12,000 volunteers working
through more than 500 chapters to com-
plete their mission.

National Wild Turkey Federation
(NWTEF) began in 1973 in one of the last
bastions of the wild turkey in North Amer-
ica, South Carolina. At its lowest point in
the 1940s there were only an estimated
200,000 wild turkeys remaining in North
America, populating only 11 of the origi-
nal 39 states they once occupied. While that
number had grown to 1.3 million when
NWTF was founded, their leadership and
the hard work of their 10k+ volunteers has
resulted in more than 6 million birds five
decades later, with sustainable populations
in 49 states, even more than they originally
called home.

Pheasants Forever (PF) was formed in
1982 as a group of pheasant hunters saw
the connection between upland habitat
loss and declining pheasant populations.
An organization dedicated specifically to
grassland habitat conservation was need-
ed, and Pheasants Forever was established.
Pheasants Forever's mission is to conserve
pheasants, quail, and other wildlife through
habitat improvements, public access, edu-
cation, and conservation advocacy. In 2005,
in response to continued declines in quail
populations and suitable quail habitat,
Pheasants Forever formed a quail division,
Quail Forever.
